HOW:  Parental involvement - through a variety of ways:

• Promotion of fundraising: off-season tournament fees, wrestling camp fees, 
wrestling club or fitness club memberships, as well as equipment for the 
proposed wrestling room at YHS (former band room). We also award an annual 
scholarship to one senior wrestler.

• Organization of efforts for support: help during home meets, snack bar help 
during the Sullivan Tournament, food and drinks for wrestlers when traveling to 
away meets.
